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February Lunch Summary
by Robert Andrews, Jr.

One hundred and twenty-three members attended the
February SAABE luncheon! Kendal Langenberg is still on a
mission to get 300 members by the end of the year. If you
know of anyone who might be interested in membership in
SAABE, please pass along their information to anyone on the
membership committee.

The February luncheon was sponsored by
Computrols. Ray Kamal presented a detailed description of
how networks work in controls and where the technology is
headed. The Computrols building automation dream consists of
a few key goals—open systems, convergence and
simplicity. Open systems would allow for multiple vendors to
use the same network. This allows for cheaper expandability
and more options for upgrading later. Convergence helps to
consolidate multiple systems and place everything on one
server. And simplicity eliminates specialized training. When
someone new begins work on a new system, there is no extra
training necessary to learn how to make adjustments.

Some of the recent advances in controls are DDC, open
protocols and web interfacing. DDC added reliability, speed,
and scalability to air conditioning systems. Open protocols
organized the communication standards. And web interfacing
provided a universal accessibility and an easy to operate
interface.
